2008 because of reconstruction. It will be closed t o the public for two
to three years. Full reconstruction is expected to last between four to
five years. Almost 300m Slovak crowns has been allo cated for the
castles reconstruction in the 2008 budget. Total re construction costs
are estimated to be between 1500 — 2000 million cro wns. When
completed visitors will be able to visit a new entr ance leading to an
underground part of the castle together with some m ore rooms in the
castle that are currently empty. On the second floo r there will be
some art galleries. The third floor will see an exh ibition of the history
of the Slovak Republic. On the fourth floor there w ill be some small
collections of the Slovak National Museum. There wi Il also be a new

lift for disabled people.

Outside the northern side of the castle will see a new French garden.
The garden will be a recreation of what it used to look like during the
height of the Austrian Empire when such gardens wer e highly
popular. Similar recreations can be found in nearby Austria. Cultural
events with the capacity for about 600 people will take place in the
new gardens in an area where horse rides will take place. Under the
garden will be parking for 220 cars. Part of the re construction will see
new spot lights placed around the castle walls. The restoration work
will be done by Bouda a Mas & who have been involved with the
reconstruction since 1981. They have 47m skk for th e project. A
competition for another company to take part in thi S reconstruction
will take place in March. The renovated castle is s upposed to attract
many new visitors. According to its architects that 'S why it needs

underground car parking.

The Speaker of the Slovak Parliament Pavol Paska th inks that the city
probably doesn’t have enough money for reconstructi on like this and
that the new underground parking isn’t going to hel p. The architect’s
response is that building an underground garage lik e this will be the
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last chance to solve the vicinities car parking pro blems - otherwise in

the future there will be an unbearable situation wi th parking around
Bratislava Castle. Some people living in Bratislava are against this
idea and have organised a petition. The city is not counting on the
parking area because it thinks that if there’'s unde rground parking
then one can’t have a historical garden like there used to be because
it's simply not possible to have trees on top of th e parking area.

The real issue is that Parliament has insisted on n ew parking places.
The first idea was to make this underground car par k with two floors.

The city is against this proposal because there sim ply isn’t enough
money for it. Instead there could be just a single floor as suggested
by parliament. Should the petition stop the undergr ound car park
parliament will insist on 15 car parking places out side next to the
castle. However people living next to the castle ar e afraid that this

will only make the traffic problem worse.
